1. 46° N -119° W - Pendleton, Oregon

2. 39° N -94° W - Kansas City, Missouri

3. 43° N -112° W - Pocatello, Idaho

4. 41° N - 98° W - Hastings, Nebraska

5. 42° N - 105° W - Location near Glendo Reservoir in Wyoming
(Site of old Fort Laramie)

6. 41° N -101° W - N. Platte, Nebraska (site of old fort Kearny)

On your map, draw a line connecting the locations you have circled. The line you draw
will trace roughly the old Oregon Trail.
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
